AGE GROUPS will be decided upon receipt of entries.

COMPETITORS to commence session in Aboyne costume.

TITLES — Prizes will be awarded for individual dances as well as overall trophies.

AFTERNOON SESSION 2

Broadsword and Cake Walk will be danced immediately after the presentation of Afternoon
Session 1.

PREMIER: Broadsword (Traditional. Intro with no salute.) 3 & 1

PREMIER: Cake Walk 5 steps
(Sections may be divided if sufficient entries for the Cake Walk are received)

Dancers are requested to observe the ABHDI direction regarding standard of dress whilst in
attendance at Highland Dancing Competitions. If dancers choose to remove any part of their
costume whilst not competing, it is requested they be modestly attired at all times.




RULES AND CONDITIONS
1. This competition is registered with the South Queensland Regional Committee of
Highland Dancing Inc. Reg. No. SQC 07/08 and will be conducted under the rules and
conditions as set down by SOBHDI and adopted by ABHDI.

Dancers must be registered and present registration card on the day of competition.
Age to be taken as at date of competition. (21/07/2007)
Dancers are to compete in their own age group and one classification only.

PREMIER (RESTRICTED ENTRY) dances - these dances are restricted to Premier
dancers who have not been placed 1st, 2nd or 3rd in a Registered Championship
since 21/07/04. Dancers may compete in Restricted Entry Dances or Premier Dances,
but cannot compete in both.

6. PRE-PREMIER - Eligibility for Pre-Premier section will apply as at date of competition
and shall be in accordance with SOBHDI registration scheme.

7. Dancers compete entirely at their own risk.

8. Dancers arriving late for a section will not be allowed to compete if the dance has been
completed. Alternatively, competitors may not pre-dance prior to the commencement
of a Section.
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9. Dancers entering sections when ineligible shall forfeit their entry fee.

10. The Committee reserves the right to refuse entries, substitute an Adjudicator and/or
alter the programme at their discretion.

11. Subject to the official protest ruling, the Judge’s decision is final.

12. Any complaint made by an individual against the organisation or the adjudication of an
event must be in writing stating the complainant's full name and address and be
lodged with the organiser, if possible on the day of the event, and no later than 48
hours after the event. Such a complaintis to be accompanied by a fee of $5-00, which
is refundable if the protest is upheld.

13.In each age group and classification, with the exception of Primary, an aggregate
trophy will be awarded. Points will be awarded according to placings given on the basis
of:

1% - 88 pts, 2™ - 56pts, 3" - 38pts, 4™ - 25pts, 5" - 16pts, 6™ - 10pts.

14.For presentation of prizes, dances must be in Kilt or National Costume. Competition
numbers must be worn for prize giving ceremony.

15.Video equipment and Photography — DEFINITELY NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY is
allowed whilst dancers are competing. Videoing is permitted with the following proviso
— Only own child or pupil can be filmed and at no time will the film or video be accepted
as evidence when protesting judging.

16.If after submitting an entry a competitor changes classification the Entries Secretary
must be notified PRIOR to competition day.

17.Any rules pertaining to the competition and/or championship released from SOBHD
and ABHDI from time of printing this Schedule and actual date of competition will be
adhered to.

18. Competitors must use the official music and swords provided by the committee.

19.No dancing is permitted on the hall floor — all warm-up and practicing must be done
outside the hall.

20. Smoking is not permitted inside the hall.

21.Dancers are requested to observe the ABHDI direction regarding standard of dress
whilst in attendance at Highland Dancing Competitions. If dancers choose to remove
any part of their costume whilst not competing, it is requested they be modestly attired
at all times.
