2. Age to be taken as at date of competition - Competitors must be prepared to show Birth Certificate
or other proof of age, if required. DANCERS ARE TO COMPETE IN THEIR OWN AGE GROUP,
unless Rule 3 applies.

3. In all sections there must be 3 entries or no dance. If a dno dancedis declared, the competitor can
either withdraw or move up to next age group for all sections entered.

4, Dancers entering sections when ineligible shall forfeit their entry fee. Dancers compete entirely at
their own risk.

5. Competitors not ready when called shall forfeit the right to dance.

6. The committee reserves the right to refuse section entries, substitute a Judge and/ or alter the
programme at their discretion.

7. Distribution of prizes will be left to the discretion of the Committee.

8. In each age group IN PREMIER CLASSIFICATION, an aggregate trophy will be awarded..
Aggregate points will be awarded according to number of placings given, on basis of 1st - 88pts; 2nd
- 56pts; 31 - 38pts; 4th - 25pts; 5th - 16pts; 6th - 10pts. For the GRAND AGGREGATE TROPHY to
be awarded, there must be at least 6 competitors in a section before points can qualify. PREMIER
DANCERS ONLY ARE ELIGIBLE.
